PRESIDENTIAL DECREE NO. 46

MAKING IT PUNISHABLE FOR PUBLIC OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES TO
RECEIVE, AND FOR PRIVATE PERSONS TO GIVE, GIFIS ON ANY
OCCASION, INCLUDING CHRISTMAS

WHEREAS, under existing laws and the civil service rules, it is prohibited to
receive, directly or indirectly, any gift, present or any other form of benfitin the course:
of official dutics;

WHEREAS, it s beliesed necessary to put more teeth (o existing laws and
regulations to wipe out all conceivable forms of graft and corruption in the public
service, the members of which should not only be honest but above suspicion and
reproach; and

WHEREAS, the stoppage of the practice of gift-giving to government men is a
conerole sep n the adminitraton's program of n!orms for the development of new

NOW THEREFORE, I FERDINAND E MARCOS, rsident o the hilipincs,
by virtue of the powers vested in me by the Constitution as Commander-n-Chief of all
